Achitectural Control Committee
Frank Zucco started with opening comments on recent ACC issues within the HOA regarding 1.) Fencing  2.)  Lights and lighting, and 3.) Trees and general outdoor maintenance of Home Owners.

Marcee Oehlkers and Mary Hahl from the ACC committee each gave their impressions and thoughts on a particular ACC request from 2801 Masters Lane in regards to fencing request and neighbor issues.  This was then given over to the Board to discuss and determine Fencing Guidelines: It was voted not to exceed the height of fence of more than 6 feet in their determination of any fencing request to the ACC. 

Tom Holm and Frank Zucco gave an overview on the county and towns position on light pollution. They are not currently enforcing, but are recommending no lights that project upwards. 

Current homeowner lights are Grandfathered. The Board agreed with ACC guidelines and will utilize them with current lighting requests along with the County and Towns recommendations on types of lights.

Tom Holm is going to put together a Draft to replace our current guidelines regarding Fence Repair and for Lighting and present to the Board soon.
